K.1.4 Recognize that sentences in print are made up of separate words


Explain that exhibit labels provide information about the materials in the exhibit.  Help students recognize where labels might be located, and what they might look like. Adults should read display information to children pointing to the words as they read, going from left to right, etc.  For example: First Floor: The Frances Slocum exhibit.  Read the story about Frances Slocum to the children pointing out the display and following the words on the exhibit labels. Second Floor: Switchboard. Read the exhibit labels, pointing to the words and tell the story.

Identify and sort common words in basic categories

In the museum, there is a sorting activity with Indian and French trade items.  With adult help children can learn do this activity.

K.1.2.1 
Identify common signs and symbols. 

K.3.2
Identify types of everyday print materials.

In the museum, you and your students will see many types of print materials, signs and symbols.  Look at the signs in the museum. They give information about the exhibits or provide directions to exhibits, restrooms or exits.  

K.3.3
Identify characters, settings, and important events in a story.  

Throughout the museum there are many opportunities to read stories and tell about famous Wabash characters, settings and events.

For Example:  “They Made the Papers” exhibit on the first floor. “Sports Exhibit” on the second floor.

K.7.2.
Share information ad ideas, speaking in complete, coherent sentences.


Encourage students to discuss what they are seeing with their peers, chaperones, or with museum staff.  Remind them to use complete sentences that give facts and ideas related to the museum exhibits.

K.7.3
Describe people, places, things (including their size, color, and shape), locations, and actions.


Throughout the museum there are many opportunities to use descriptive language.  For example, visit the model train on the second floor. Encourage students to describe the train, using words like “fast”, “noisy”, and “twisting.”  On the first floor visit the Crystal Gayle exhibit, use words like “bright”, “sparkling”, and “beautiful” to describe her gown.

Social Studies

K.1.1. Compare people, objects, and events of today and long ago.


When you visit the museum, there are exhibits on both floors that demonstrate the activities of the past as how we live today.  Example:  The “Wabash County Farms” exhibit on the first floor and “Canal exhibit” on the second floor—this allows the opportunity to discuss with the children transportation of long ago and how it compares today.  Use the canal, “Journey to Liberty Mills” and the train display.

K.1.3
Listen to and retell stories about people in the past who shared honesty, courage, and responsibility.


Encourage students to listen pre-recorded message, as well as, adults reading the labels in the museum.  For example: Listen to Chief Godfroy” share stories, the Juke Box, the “Businesses that Built Wabash County” Exhibit, and the “Blowing Hot and Cold” Exhibit, all on the first floor.

K.1.4
Identify and order events that take place in a sequence.


As you enter the museum, the “Glacier” Exhibit shows in sequential order the development of the terrain of Wabash County.  

K.3.1.
Use words related to location, direction, and distance, including here/there over/under, left right, and up/down.


Throughout the museum there will be many opportunities to use spatial terms.

K.3.3
Describe people and places in the school and community.


Throughout the museum there will be many opportunities to identify people and places in the community.

K.4.2
Identify different kinds of jobs that people do.


Encourage students to visit displays that identify different occupations—for example, “Business That Built Wabash County”, “Wabash County Farms”, “The Depot”, “The Dig Site”.

Science

K.2.1
Use whole numbers, up to 10, in counting, identifying, sorting, and describing objects and experiences.


There will be many opportunities to use counting in the museum.  For example, “The Hair Harp’, “The Rattlesnakes” on the first floor, and the children can count the number of towns on the county floor map upstairs.

K.3.1.
Describe objects in terms of the materials they are made of, such as clay, cloth, paper, etc.


There are many opportunities to describe what things are made of in the museum. For example, the furs on the first floor exhibit “A Clearing in the Woods” and on the second floor the quilt near the “Sports” exhibit.

K.3.2.
Investigate that things move in different ways, such as fast, slow, etc.


Chaperones and teachers can point out the various transportation exhibits within the museum.  “The Big Four” Railroad display, the Service Motor Truck on the first floor and the train, the covered wagon and the canal on the second floor.
